ARTIST DESCRIPTION PERFORMANCE  

OneRepublic 

 

After the success of their 2022 hit I Ain’t Worried, which was 

featured on the Top Gun: Maverick soundtrack and reached 

number six in the US, American band OneRepublic is set to light 

up the Marina Bay Street Circuit. The band had performed to a 

50,000-strong crowd at the Padang Stage back in 2017. On 12 

July this year, the band launched its sixth studio album Artificial 

Paradise, which features an instrumental track titled Singapore. 

With hits that include Counting Stars, The Good Life, and Stop 

And Stare, OneRepublic has sold more than 16 million records 

worldwide, chalked up over 15 billion streams, and racked up six 

top ten entries on the UK charts as well as four top ten singles in 

the US. Consisting of Ryan Tedder (lead vocals, piano), Zach 

Filkins (lead guitar, viola), Drew Brown (rhythm guitar), Brent 

Kutzle (bass, cello), Eddie Fisher (drums), and Brian Willett 

(keyboards, percussion, violin), the band is a genre-bender with 

varied musical influences that include rock, pop, indie, and hip 

hop.  
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Kylie Minogue 

 

Kylie returns to the Home of Formula 1 night racing in Singapore 

in what is set to be another unmissable performance following 

her 2016 show in front of 50,000 racing fans at the Padang Stage. 

Kylie’s glittering career has seen her amass sales of over 80 

million records worldwide, five billion streams and nine UK 

Number 1 albums. Her multiple awards include four BRIT 

awards, two Grammys and two MTV awards. Kylie is the only 

female artist to score a Number 1 album and Top 10 singles in 

five consecutive decades in the UK. After a stellar year in 2023 

with the release of her UK Number 1 album, Tension, and the 

global smash hit, Padam Padam, 2024 is proving to be just as 

busy for Kylie. This year has already seen Kylie take home the 

Global Icon Award at the BRITs, win a Grammy for Best Pop 

Dance Recording for Padam Padam, attend the Met Gala in New 

York, complete her inaugural Las Vegas Residency, perform at 

WeHo Pride and release Midnight Ride with Orville Peck and 

Diplo. Earlier this month she released her brand new single My 

Oh My with Bebe Rexha and Tove Lo and headlined BST Hyde 

Park in London - her first live show in the UK in 2024. 
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Lenny Kravitz 

 

Timeless. Explosive. Romantic. Inspiring. How else to 

characterise Blue Electric Light, Lenny Kravitz’s 12th studio 

album? Kravitz’s mastery of deep-soul rock & roll is a long-

established fact. As a relentless creative force—musician, writer, 

producer, actor, author, designer—he continues to be a global 

dynamic presence throughout music, art and culture. Blue 

Electric Light is an impassioned suite of songs, that broadens this 

distinction and is the latest contribution of a man whose music—

not to mention his singular style—continues to inspire millions 

the world over. On the album, Kravitz's talents as a writer, 
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producer and multi-instrumentalist resonate as he wrote and 

played most of the instruments himself, with longtime guitarist 

Craig Ross. Lenny Kravitz has won four Grammy Awards and sold 

40 million worldwide. He was recently recognised by the CFDA 

with their “Fashion Icon Award” and was also selected as a 2023 

Hollywood Walk of Fame inductee. 

 

Disclosure (DJ) 

 

Representing British electronic music act Disclosure, Guy 

Lawrence will be spinning on behalf of the sibling duo at the F1 

night race. Disclosure received their eighth career Grammy-

nomination earlier this year for their single Higher Than Ever 

Before. More recently, the DJs officially released their latest 

single She’s Gone, Dance On after it became a hit online when 

Taylor Swift and Travis Kelce were seen dancing to it during Dom 

Dolla’s set at Coachella 2024. Throughout their career, the duo 

have also remixed tunes for artists such as Janet Jackson, Emeli 

Sande, and Jessie Ware. They have also collaborated with Sam 

Smith in the hit single Latch, which reached number seven on 

the US Billboard Hot 100. To date, the sibling duo have chalked 

up two number one albums on the UK charts, one top ten hit in 

the US, and almost six billion streams online.

With a musical legacy spanning decades, multi-million selling 

sibling quartet The Corrs have sold over 40 million albums 

worldwide since their debut studio album Forgiven Not 

Forgotten in 1995. A family affair featuring talented siblings 

Andrea, Sharon, Caroline and Jim, the Irish band mixes 

traditional Celtic-influenced music with a pop rock twist, 

creating captivating melodies paired with emotive lyrics. Many 

of their hits have become some of the biggest songs of the last 

three decades, including Breathless, Runaway, What Can I Do, 

and Dreams.  The Corrs is undoubtedly one of Ireland’s most 

successful band, having achieved Platinum records, BRIT 

Awards, and Grammy nominations.  
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Kool & the Gang 

 

Having influenced the music of three generations, legendary 

American R&B band Kool & the Gang marks their 50th 

anniversary this year. With iconic hits such as Celebration, 

Cherish, Jungle Boogie, Summer Madness and Open Sesame, the 

group has earned two Grammy Awards, seven American Music 

Awards, 25 Top Ten R&B hits, nine Top Ten Pop hits, as well as 

31 gold and platinum albums. As one of the most sampled R&B 

bands of all time, Kool & the Gang’s influential musical 

arrangements lace the tracks of numerous artistes, including the 

Beastie Boys, Jay-Z and Madonna. Countless movies, such as 

Rocky, Saturday Night Fever, Pulp Fiction, and Wreck-It Ralph 

have also featured the group’s music in their soundtrack. 
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Tones And I 

 

As an inimitable vocalist, clever lyricist, deft producer, and 
inventive creator, Tones And I stretches the scope of pop music 
with unpredictable and undeniable anthems of her own design. 
Since exploding onto the global scene in 2019 as a busker from 
the Mornington Peninsula, Australia, she has smashed records, 
garnered multiple awards, sold out tours, surpassed 12 billion 
streams and reached multi-platinum heights around the world. 
Her breakout Dance Monkey went 6x platinum in the United 
States and minted her as “the first female artist to reach 3 billion 
streams on Spotify with one song”, and has consistently held a 
spot in the “Top 10 Most-Streamed Songs of All-Time on 
Spotify”. Among five career ARIA Awards, Cloudy Day closed out 
2022 as ARIA’s “Song of the Year”. Along the way, she has also 
collaborated with Macklemore, blackbear, Jonas Blue, Sam Feldt 
and BIA, in addition to contributing music to NETFLIX’s True 
Spirit and the blockbuster sequel Aquaman and the Lost 
Kingdom. Tones’ highly anticipated sophomore album 
Beautifully Ordinary lands on the 2nd of August, globally. 
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BABYMONSTER 

 

K-pop rookie girl group BABYMONSTER made their official debut 

earlier this year on 1 April thanks to the hit single and title track 

SHEESH, which chalked up 460,000 in pre-orders for their EP. 

Known for their powerful performances and stellar vocals, the 

South Korean septet’s immense popularity saw their single 

BATTER UP becoming the most viewed debut music video in the 

first 24 hours in K-pop history, amassing over 22 million views 

upon its release. The group consists of RUKA, PHARITA, ASA, 

AHYEON, RAMI, RORA, and CHIQUITA.  
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Dean Lewis 

 

Multi-award winning artist Dean Lewis is a singer/songwriter 

hailing from Sydney, Australia. With over 8 billion streams 

online, he has amassed over 21 million listeners on Spotify. His 

hit songs include How Do I Say Goodbye, Be Alright, Waves, and 

Half a Man. His blend of pop, folk and soul influences has won 

fans worldwide, and his ability to connect with his fans on an 

emotional level has cemented his status as one of Australia’s 

most popular artists. 
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HONNE 

 

Formed in 2014, HONNE is a British electronic DJ duo consisting 

of James Hatcher (Producer) and Andy Clutterbuck 

(Singer/Producer). The name of the band ‘HONNE’, comes from 

the Japanese word meaning ‘True Feelings’ and they are known 

for their upbeat and futuristic sound and lyricism. The duo 

released their debut studio album Warm on a Cold Night in 2016 

and achieved huge popularity and success internationally. Their 

second album Love Me/Love Me Not in 2018 continued to build 

on their success, going multi-platinum in multiple territories. 
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Kelis 

 

Kelis Rogers is an American singer-songwriter who rose to fame 

in the late 1990s to 2000s for her distinctive R&B sound, 

characterised by her powerful vocals and innovative production. 

A career full of chart dominating songs have resulted in millions 

of albums sold, numerous top 10 hits, Grammy nominations, a 

Brit, Q, and NME award. One of her most well-known songs, 

Milkshake, dominated the charts and peaked at number 3 on 
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Billboard’s Hot 100, becoming an international hit and cultural
